Position Title: Hustle PHX Youth Entrepreneurship Program (YEP) 101 Guest Speaker

Purpose: Throughout the Hustle PHX YEP 101 course, a volunteer guest speaker will
visit to share their experiences and expertise with the youth participants to help
them better understand the course concepts and material and inspire them to envision
new possibilities for their lives. To accomplish these goals, the lead volunteer
facilitator will perform a prepared Q&A with the guest speaker.

The interview questions will be related to the workshop topic of the week and will
provide the guest speaker the opportunity to share their business story, explain how
to start/grow a successful business, and share how the guest speaker uses their
business/work to be a blessing to others. After the prepared Q&A questions are
complete, the lead volunteer facilitator will allow the program participants to ask
the guest speaker questions of their own. The entire Q&A session usually lasts 20-30
minutes.
